Launch of book: ‘Waterford Scientists – Preliminary Studies’
Professor Vincent McBrierty of Trinity College Dublin will launch a book on ‘Waterford Scientists – Preliminary Studies’

at 6.00 pm on Wednesday, 16th February 2011

The book, by Donald Brady, historian and formerly Waterford County Librarian, gives detailed biographies of eleven people associated with County Waterford who distinguished themselves in the fields of science, technology and education. They are: Thomas Harriot (1560-1621), Robert Boyle (1627-1691), Henry Eeles (1702-1781), Thomas Grubb (1800-1878), Margaret Aylward (1810-1889), John Horn (1814-1895), Robert Manning (1816-1897), John Palliser (1817-1887), Richard Ussher (1841-1913), Mary Strangman (1872-1943) and Ernest Walton (1903-1995).
Lismore-born Robert Boyle, of ‘Boyle’s Law’ fame and co-founder of the Royal Society, and Dungarvan-born Ernest Walton, Ireland’s only Nobel laureate in Science won for the first artificial transmutation of an element with his atom-smashing experiments are perhaps the two best known names of the eleven biographical entries in this welcome new publication.
The book is the result of many years’ diligent study by the author and his colleagues in Waterford County Library. It is much more than a useful contribution to local studies and should serve as a template for similar publications in other counties.

Waterford, through its Institute of Technology, the CALMAST science initiative, and local authorities, has done much to raise the science and technology profile of the South-East region in recent years. Mr Brady’s book, in describing Waterford’s past achievements in these areas, should act as an inspiration for future scientific endeavours in the region.
