Quiz Format and Rules

1. Accompanying teacher will be required to be ISTA member and to sign in and confirm that all team members are present. 

2. Each team consists of 4 students.
3. Maximum of 2 teams per school. (Total entries limited to 35 teams for space reasons)

4. Students need to bring pens/pencils, answer sheets will be supplied.
5. No mathematical calculators or mobile phones can be used.

6. A periodic table will be supplied if it is necessary. 

7. There will be 6 science rounds and 1 general knowledge round with 10 questions in each round. 

8. One point will be awarded for each fully correct answer.  There will be no partial marks for partially correct answers. 

9. Tie-break questions will be employed in the event of a tie in final scores.
10. Marks will be displayed at the end the first half of the quiz. Any team who wishes to query the scores for rounds completed at that point must bring the matter to the attention of the adjudicator during the interval.  At the end of the quiz all marks will be displayed.  Any queries in regard to the scores for rounds completed after the interval must be lodged with the adjudicator before the winners are announced.  Once the winners have been announced, no further discussion about the results can be entertained. 
11. There will be a special prize for the team achieving highest score in the general knowledge round. In the event of a tie in this round, the general knowledge prize will go to the tied team with the highest overall score in the quiz.

12. The decisions of the nominated adjudicator will be final. 
13. Students are expected to co-operate fully with the quiz organisers. Students who cause repeated disruption will be asked to leave the quiz.
14. The organisers reserve the right to alter these rules if necessary.
